We will enjoy guided tours at prominent Reformation
sites, a river cruise in Prague, worship with an English-
speaking ministry in Wittenberg, a reception at the Bach
House in Eisenach, castle and cathedral tours, and
much more. In addition to the guided tours, our schedule
will allow for personal time to explore these sites and
soak up the culture. Beyond the sights and sounds of
the architecture, art and music, the trip will also be filled
with friends, fellowship, and lots of good food and fun.

Day 1: Wednesday, July 29, 2020: Fly

Group flights will be arranged from Charleston, SC.
Reformation Tours can also arrange pre-tour nights in
Prague for anyone who wishes to arrive early. (IF)

Day 2: Thursday, July 30, 2020: Prague

On arrival in Prague, we will meet our tour director and
board our bus to transfer as a group to the hotel. We
will have some free time to buy lunch. In the afternoon,
we will have a tour of Prague, including Bethlehem
Chapel, Jan Hus Memorial, Old Town Square, the Astro-
nomical Clock, and the Church of Our Lady before Tyn.
We will dine in our hotel. (IF/D)

Day 3: Friday, July 31, 2020: Prague

After breakfast in our hotel, we will have a morning tour
of Prague Castle, then walk down Golden Lane toward
the Charles Bridge. We will take a one-hour river cruise
which will include a hot drink and cake. The afternoon
will be at leisure to explore, with the option to visit the

Prague Christian Library to deliver the donated books
and DVDs. We will enjoy a Czech folklore dinner at U
Marcanu Restaurant this evening. (B/D)

Day 4: Saturday, August 1, 2020: Dresden, Witten-
berg

This morning we will drive to Dresden where we will
have free time to attend the noon service in the Frau-
enkirche, buy lunch, and look around the city. In the
afternoon, we will drive to Wittenberg and check in to
our hotel. We may also attend the Wittenberg English
Ministry evening service. (B)

Day 5: Sunday, August 2, 2020: Wittenberg

Today, we will have a free morning to attend church
or relax. In the afternoon, our local guide will take us
on a tour of Lutherstadt Wittenberg. It was here in
1517 that Martin Luther nailed his famous 95 Theses
to the door of Castle Church (Schlosskirche). Alt-
hough the original doors were destroyed in the Seven
Years War, we can see Luther’s texts cast in bronze
on the new doors. We will visit St. Mary’s Church

where Luther regularly preached and visit the Old
Latin School next door. Luther’'s former home, the
Lutherhalle, is now a Reformation Museum and we
will see where he lived with his family, as well as
some of Luther’s very own personal library, rare man-
uscripts, and early Bibles. (B)
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Day 6: Monday, August 3, 2020: Erfurt
After breakfast, we will drive to Erfurt. On arrival, we
will begin with a self-guided tour of St. Mary’s Cathe-
dral, then we will meet our guide outside for a walking
tour which will include St. Severin’s Church and the
famous Merchant’s Bridge. We will also tour the Au-
gustinian Monastery where Luther became a monk
on July 17, 1505. We will be able to see his monastic
quarters, including one cell furnished to look as it
would have when he lived there. We will also have
time for a private service in the Monastery chapel.
After the tour, we will continue on to Eisenach and
dine in our hotel. (B/D)
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July 29—August 9, 2020

Day 7: Tuesday, August 4, 2020: Eisenach

In 1521, while fleeing from the wrath of the Pope, Lu-
ther took refuge in the Wartburg Castle after a fake kid-
napping staged by his friend and protector, Frederick
the Wise. We will tour the Wartburg and see where Lu-
ther finished translating the New Testament into Ger-
man in just eleven weeks. We will end the tour with a
group lunch. In the afternoon, we will have an optional
tour of St. George’s Church and Luther House, then
enjoy free time before a special evening reception at
the Bach House. (B/L)

Day 8: Wednesday, August 5, 2020: Heidelberg,
Strasbourg

After breakfast, we will drive to Heidelberg. We will take
a tour of Heidelberg Castle and visit Philosophers’
Walk, a path on the mountainside that overlooks the old
town and castle, where Heidelberg’s philosophers and
university professors would walk. In the afternoon, we
will drive to Strasbourg. We will dine in our hotel. (B/D)

Day 9: Thursday, August 6, 2020: Strasbourg, Con-
stance, Zurich

This morning we will have a guided tour of Strasbourg,
including the Cathedral, St. Thomas’ Church, and La
Petite France. We will also take a canal cruise. After
our cruise, we will drive to Constance and we will pray
on the spot where the pre-Reformer Jan Hus was mar-
tyred and see the Cathedral where some of the trials
were held. We will continue on to Zurich where we will
have dinner and check in to our hotel. (B/D)

Day 10: Friday, August 7, 2020: Zurich, Geneva
This morning we will meet up with our guide in Zur-
ich, to learn about Zwingli and the Anabaptists on a
tour of the key Reformation sites in Zurich. We will
have free time for lunch, then we will drive to Gene-
va and check in to our hotel. (B)

Day 11: Saturday, August 8, 2020: Geneva

Our morning will begin with a walking tour of Gene-
va including St. Peter’s Cathedral, the Reformation
Museum, and Reformation Wall, where four statues
of Reformation leaders stand as sentinels to truth
and courage inspired by godly faith. The afternoon
will be at leisure. We will all gather for a farewell
dinner. (B/D)
